Like the theater art of China as a whole, higher theater education expe-
rienced a certain decline during the cultural revolution of 1966-1976, a period
of restoration and renewal in the 1980s, and actively reformed in the 1990s.
Let's note the main trends in the development of theater education in higher
educational institutions of China, which began in the 80—90s of the XX century
and persisted in the first decades of the XXI century, identified by Chinese
researchers.
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In his article on modern Chinese theater education, Wu Ge notes its
duality, which is manifested in the coexistence of traditional Chinese culture
with imported Western culture. Difficulties in adapting the traditional Chinese
theater to the conditions of the modern era led to the predominance of the
Western model of theater education and the confrontation between Chinese and
Western. Wu Ge notes that in modern theater schools and colleges it is already
possible to observe the complementary coexistence of various systems of theater
education: «So, for example, in the Central Academy of Drama, the Shanghai
Theater Academy, the School of Drama of the Shandong Academy of Fine A(tb,
to one degree or another, educational divisions have been created for tradi
Chinese theater, in which Western drama and traditional theater are cofisidgred
separate and complementary, ultimately reflecting the merger, coe @é d
prosperity of the East and the West and charting a trend to
development and cultural integration» [1, p. 9].

Preservation of national specificity along with assi ion of Western
traditions remains one of the important tasks of theater
Hongwei, considering Chinese theater education
«cultural self-awareness», notes the existence of
ethnocentrism and a complex of national inferi
itself in the understanding and measurement of ’other cultures through the
concepts and standards of one's own gdltiwe, while with a sense of national
inferiority, Chinese art seems backwar d’primitive when viewed from the
standpoint of Western cultural norgs.

theoretical courses in jurisprudence and the art of speech they were to some
extent specialized universities, training future politicians and jurists. There was
no shortage of educational theorists during the Republic, Porcius Cato Maior,
author of a series of educational syllabuses that can be called encyclopedias,
and Marcus Terentius Varro and Marcus Tullius Cicero, who constitute

partially lost the unity of human shaping and education. Dilthey focused on the
teaching of the various subjects in Ouintilian and the establishment of
specialized schools such as rhetoric, law, and philosophy. In this way, the
education system of the imperial era was formed, and gradually differentiated
into different forms, forming an open unified teaching system, which spread
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throughout the empire that governed all the cultures of the time, which Dill
called the most profound progress of the education system. On this basis,
“universities” were also constructed, promoting the cultural and psychological
integration of different races and ethnicities, of course, different from today’s
universities. But in any case, “through private activity, the combined effect of
state assistance and community action forms a system of teaching institutions,
which are increasingly placed under the supervision of the state” [1, p. 85].

For his par a has
always considered himself a Stoicist, and when Seneca speaks cism, he
usually speaks of how “we are Stoics” are, for example, referri %‘ e different
views of Stoics and cynics about sages, he says that thi he difference
between us and other schools; Referring to the Stoic att prove that virtue
itself is sufficient to guarantee a happy life, he sai h¥e/Is the beautiful view
held by the members of our school; Speaking o , he said that we Stoics
consider it a vice [2, p. 172]. In the end, he is not more than a preacher and
not a philosopher in the strict sense of th rd.’Since Seneca does not focus on
the technical structure and argument of the thagry, his theory is popular.

Even more inconceivable is that S a quotes Epicurean dogma in his
Epistles densely. In this respect, gargte Grave is quite right: one of the most
special and surprising features ndea’s entire three volumes of the Epistles is
the importance of Epicureus, whoris quoted or mentioned about thirty-three
times in the first twenty-ni§e lgtters [3, p. 137]. From the thirty-second letter,

Epicurus appeared as fr as other philosophical masters such as Plato and
Zeno. Equally surpri@i the very different attitude of Seneca towards the
rus: t the letters that followed (thirty-second), Epicurus and

his views w inly used as rebuttals and critiques, for example, criticizing
his attitu wawds leisure and pleasure; Previously, Seneca regarded the
found al school as a source of wisdom and even a model of life. Why
did eca do this, for what reason, and to what end? According to Grave’s

iSNthere are several views on this. The first view is that Seneca objectively
rom any kind of intellectual resource what he considers to be a
nable moral dogma. His frequent references to Epicurus are precisely the
manifestations of his own claim to freedom of thought in his texts. The second
view claims that Seneca was indeed attracted to the Epicureans, either because
of its doctrine or because of respect for its founder. A third view proposes that
Lysius, the object of Seneca’s correspondence, liked Epicureanism, and Seneca
frequently invoked Epicureus in order to resonate with him for the purpose of
educating him. The fourth view suggests that Seneca'’s interest in Epicureus was
motivated primarily by considerations of creative form. In his twenty-first
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letters, Seneca compares himself to epistolaries like Epicurus and Cicero, so it
can be said that Seneca’s moral epistles are a reference to Epicureus’ collection
of letters, including Cicero’s letters to Atticas.

In the past, Seneca was a controversial figure However, the modern
assessment of Seneca is relatively fair compared to the past, because it contains
both positive and negative aspects. Much of their affirmation of Seneca focuses
primarily on his writing style, masterful rhetoric, and masterful eloquence as
well as his advocacy and pursuit of virtue in theory. For example, Anna Lydi
Motto, a professor at the University of South Florida, in his book “Se %

Seductive and brilliant, the prose of a typical Senecan paragraph has a way of
sweeping his readers along from one glittering phrase to the nextending with a
clinching epigram that leaves them impressed though not quite sure how it all
hangs together... With their repetitions, apparent inconsistencies and abrupt
transitions, they all too often leave the reader in a state of confusion about what
IS being said, where it was said what was the reason” for saying [5, p. 15].

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harshest accusation of Seneca's works is their incoherence. Despite the flowery
rhetoric and touching charm of his drawings, this typical Seneca style of writing
dazzled his readers, who felt that his paragraphs lacked coherence from
paragraph to paragraph, although he always ended with aphorisms. Caligula’s
famous assessment of “sand without lime” is not only an apt statement for
Seneca’s essays, but also for all of Seneca’s essays. The constant repetition,
apparent incoherence and abrupt change of topic often confused the reader as to
what he was saying and why Second, Seneca was most attacked for his
inconsistency in words and actions. The English philosopher Russell said i %

This h d tg changes in the organizational structure
and legal framework of educa teaching institutions, which need to be
readjusted to adapt to the new natiomal independence and autonomy.

The allocation of resaurces has also undergone significant changes. In the
Soviet era, education )&hrces were usually allocated by the central
government, which %t that all regions and schools had relatively equal
resource support\ However with the disintegration of the Soviet Union, some
I e problem of insufficient resources, while others may have
to"allocate resources. This may lead to the unequal influence of

t’era, education and teaching activities often emphasized the cultivation of
itics and ideology, and music education was no exception. However, with the
disintegration of the Soviet Union, educational ideas gradually tend to be
diversified and open. Various countries have begun to put more emphasis on
quality education and pay attention to cultivating students' comprehensive
literacy and creativity. In this new educational environment, music education
has also undergone some changes, paying more attention to students' musical
talent and personality development.
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With the development of the times and social changes, the country's
political and economic stability, education and teaching activities have gradually
developed steadily. The data shows that more than 90% of children's art schools
in Belarus are music schools, which reflects the Belarusian government's great
concern for children's quality education and its emphasis on basic music
education. This also shows that music education still occupies an important
position in Belarus and is regarded as an important way to cultivate students'
comprehensive quality and creativity.

With the arrival of the early 20th century, music education has matured
steadily and developed rapidly, making it one of the "top halls" of music
education in the world.

Their works have achieved great success on the international music stage,
adding luster to the reputation of Russian music education. This reputation
influence were also passed on to the later Republic of Belarus, whic 3%’
a profound impact on the music education in Belarus and provided
reference for the development of its music education.

In the field of music education in Belarus, 1923 marked important
stage of development. In this year, the Republic of Belarus lated and
implemented a new educational model, which divided mu ucation into
three levels: primary, intermediate and advanced.

The intermediate stage pays more attention to students' musical
expression and creativity. €tudents begin to learn more complicated music
theories and techniques composition and music analysis.

In 2001, with the
approval of the Ministry of Education of Belarus, it was officially renamed the
National Art Institute of Belarus. Formed an art-centered art college, which has
many similarities with art schools in China. The M. Tank Belarusian State
